6. Three (3) copies of an essay not to exceed three (3) typed, double-spaced pages
explaining the applicant’s educational and career goals as well as his or her need
for the scholarship must be attached to the application. Do not fax these
applications.

7. In the case of a tie, finalists may be interviewed by an impartial committeec whose
members have no relation to the applicant. The decision of the Scholarship
Committee will be final.

8. The scholarship will be awarded to a child of an HCTA member who has been in

the association for at least one full year.
